Take Rt. 1 north for just under 5 miles from the Rt.1/Rt. 138 -West intersection and bear right on Rt. 1.  Then look for signs to the historic village of Wickford.  Admission is free.
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NEWPORT, OF COURSE . . . .  Whether visiting the fabulous mansions, Hammersmith farm 

(Jackie O’s family residence), the beaches, or interacting with interesting folks along the downtown wharves, the City by the Sea is always a great time.  For a more intimate look at the sea and the rich architectural history of Newport's gilded age consider taking a stroll on the Newport’s world famous Cliff walk ( www.cliffwalk.com/ ).  Admission is free. In addition, the exciting Kite Festival is being held both days (9th & 10th) of this weekend 11:00 AM – 5:00 PM. at Brenton Point State Park on Ocean Drive. Admission is free.
